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The Chinese IP System - A European View

Many of my European clients feel it is inevitable that the Chinese economy will
continue to grow and that the local domestic economy will grow such that there are more
and more consumers of goods in China. From this clients are finding it increasingly
important to have an IP strategy for China. They are becoming far more interested in
using the Chinese design and utility model systems to provide low cost effective
protection of their goods there. The expectation is that the Chinese legal system will gain
more experience of enforcing IP rights and that intellectual property rights will become
more valuable. My European clients therefore have a strategy of building up portfolios of

design and utility model registrations in China in anticipation of growth there.
