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Nowadays business is becoming more and more globalized and there are notable
polarization developing, which can be depicted as depression in developed countries and
advance of developing countries. While in developed countries traditional business
models sometimes reveal themselves to be inappropriate, increasing number of people
emphasize the necessity that companies running business in developing countries should
elaborate and put into practice the business model that is suitable for an institution and a
culture of each country or region, not applying existing models which were once proved
to be successful in developed countries.

Under these social and managerial circumstances, comprehensive and strategic activity
leads us to better business performance and sustainable development, relating creation of
renewed business models and practice of IP strategy ensuring effective protection for
them.

Concerning these situations, this volume contains a number of contributed articles on
the subject of "Global Economic Trend and Intellectual Property Strategy". All
contributors are prominent figures in practicing patent application. Combining viewpoints
of them, we hope our understanding of the relation between global economic trend and IP
strategy deepened.

Meanwhile, there were many applications for the award for an article on the subject of
"Intellectual Property Management Based on Intellectual Property or Intellectual Property
Right Mixed Strategy" and the article explaining comprehensive IP-mixed-strategy from
the standpoint of more general management has won a second prize, which is available in
this volume.

We hope that this volume provide some help with practice of IP strategy focusing on

globalized economic trend.
