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In order to implement the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) adopted by the
United Nations in 2015, Korea established the Korean Sustainable Development Goals (K-SDGs)
around 2018, which fit the Korean situation. The vision of the K-SDGs is "a sustainable country
that embraces all," and in order to achieve this vision, the K-SDGs consist of 17 goals under five
major strategies, including a society where everyone can live as a human being, clean
environment conservation for all generations, economic growth that improves the quality of life,
protection of human rights and peace between North and South, and strengthening of cooperation
in the global village.

Of the 17 goals, the following are relevant to intellectual property : reducing poverty
and strengthening social safety nets, enhancing food security and sustainable agriculture,
environmentally friendly production and consumption of energy, building social infrastructure
and expanding R&D, and strengthening cooperation in the global village.

Here are some of Korea's specific efforts to implement the K-SDGs. First, starting
from December 2020, the Ministry of Science, Technology, Information and Communication and
the Korea Research Foundation are promoting the "Science and Technology Support Project
through Utilization of Intellectual Property" to support sustainable development of developing
countries through improvement of their scientific and technological capabilities in the dimension
of official development assistance (ODA) in the field of science and technology. More
specifically, projects are underway in Mongolia to develop technology to reduce vehicle smoke,
and in Vietnam to develop genetic material technology to improve the health of livestock.

In addition, Korea has been promoting the "International Intellectual Property Sharing
Project" since 2017 to support the poorest and developing countries in improving their quality of
life and sustainable economic development by utilizing intellectual property. These include the

transfer of technology to Uganda for development of agricultural greenhouses and solar dryers
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and the coconut oil extraction technology to Sri Lanka.

Since Korea has experienced growth and development through cooperation among the
international community, it has a high level of understanding of the difficulties that the developing
countries face in achieving the SDGs and how they can be overcome. I have tried to introduce the
K-SDGs in the hope that Korea's experience and superior intellectual property competitiveness

will be of some help to countries in implementing the SDGs.
