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While the importance of intellectual property is increasing with the advent of the
knowledge society, as Japan enters an era of low growth, the limitations of conventional
management are being pointed out in the industrial world, and there is a strong need for more
advanced and effective theories and concrete measures of intellectual property management.

The Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) have become widely known as
international goals to be achieved by 2030, and the SDGs are often mentioned in corporate
philosophies and goals. The SDGs are expected to be implemented not only by governments, but
also by businesses as important actors, and in order to achieve the SDGs by the set deadline, it is
essential to utilize numerous innovations. Therefore, intellectual property, which is inextricably
linked to innovation, will inevitably have a strong relationship with the SDGs.
