Challenges and Future Prospects for Generative Al
Technology in China : Commentary on the ‘Adminis-
trative Measures for Generative Artificial Intelligence

Services’

Generative Al technology has broken the traditional content formation paradigm, and
with the release of Open Al, GPT-4, it is finding a wider range of applications. However,
Al-based work generation has caused several controversies in the area of intellectual property
rights.

Copyright Issues : An Al that mimics the human creative spirit can make it difficult
to set up copyright ownership. There is also a noted risk of it generating outcomes that closely
resemble the original work and infringing copyright.

Plagiarism Issues : In the process of the Al generating text based on a large amount
of information, the results may be strictly identical to the current work. This raises suspicions of
copyright infringement.

Credibility Issues : The Al may generate false information or creative content. As
such, it raises significant concerns about its credibility, especially as a news reporter.

To address these challenges, the Chinese government announced the ‘Administrative Measures
for Generative Artificial Intelligence Services’ on 13 July 2023. The measures aim to promote the
healthy development of generative Al, regulate its daily operation, and protect national security
and the interests of a whole society.
The main measures are as follows :

« Defining liability for generative Al service providers

+ Enforcement policy from 15 August 2023

 Requests for the promotion of advanced technology and education

+ Consideration of socialist values from a moral perspective

With these measures, the Chinese government will strengthen proper management and
supervision of generative Al technology, while promoting the healthy development of the
technology. These efforts are expected to further develop the industry by making generative Al
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technology sustainable and socially approved.
In the future, the establishment of appropriate norms and guidelines by countries,
taking into account ethical perspectives and legal compliance, will pave the way to solving

problems in the development of generative Al technologies.
