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One year has passed since a change of power and the economic policy dubbed
Abenomics is tested now. It is widely accepted that the so-called "third arrow", a growth
strategy, is a key to success in economic recovery. It depends not only on the role of
government conducting deregulation but also on an effort to help themselves in
nongovernmental sectors. Companies must confront fierce competition amid harsh
changes in economic environment of ongoing globalization and IT development at the
same time.

These recent situations have outdated the competition of shares within a limited
market. Today it is important to make continuous effort to create new added value by
innovation and increase enterprise values. Innovation here should include revolutionizing
business models as well as developing new technology. These various innovations enable
firms to offer competitive products and services, hence enforcing international
competitiveness both of each firm and Japan herself.

Intellectual property management bears an indispensable role here. Enterprise values in
today's companies have increasing weight of intangible assets including IP, so operation
related to obtaining, administrating and utilizing IP has large influence on management.
Collaboration among sectors of business, R&D and IP and also with outside experts is
necessary to raise enterprise value, achieving sustainable innovation through IP

management strategy.
