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When considering exercising your rights, you may face the following various
challenges :

(1) The other party must be infringing your rights, but you cannot prove it,

(2) Because the infringer is also a customer of your business, you are reluctant to
enforce your rights,

(3) You want to take legal action against infringement, but it is not cost-effective.

There are very practical and troubling. At the same time, they are also issues that
should be taken into account at patent prosecution. This is because it is possible to improve on
these issues at prosecution, but the options available at the enforcement are very limited.
Therefore, it is important to adopt an application strategy that allows you to resolve issues when
enforcing the rights.

Regarding (1), if you are at the stage of patent prosecution, you can improve your
claims for provable infringement. If there is no room for improvement in the claim, you can still
consider whether it should be granted in the first place (for example, you can consider granting
the right for checking or securing your implementation, even if the purpose of the exercise is not
achieved). Regarding (2), when you consider the cost-effectiveness at the prosecution, you should
factor in the possibility that you may not be able to enforce your rights effectively Because the
infringer is also your customer. Regarding (3), if it is unprofitable to exercise the rights given the
assumed unit price or the scale of the business, you need to decide from a business perspective
whether you should still acquire a patent. If you have to consider the above issues exercising your

rights, it indicates that there is room for improvement in your IP strategy.
