Learning about Intellectual Property

During my approximately two-year part-time position at Towa International Patent
Office, I was responsible for assisting with tasks such as document preparation and translation
work. Additionally, during this period, I obtained the Intellectual Property Certification Level 3.

When I first started the part-time job, the only intellectual property right that came to
mind was copyright. However, as I progressed in my duties, I first learned that intellectual
property rights are broadly classified into four categories : patent rights, trademark rights, utility
model rights, and design rights. I discovered that each of these intellectual property rights is
closely related to numerous things I use in my daily life, and I was genuinely surprised that I
hadn't known about intellectual property rights before.

Intellectual property rights are not merely legal entitlements; they are a vital
mechanism supporting the creation of new technologies and products. Without these rights, ideas
developed through significant time and expense could be easily imitated, potentially dampening
the motivation to pursue development. Being able to engage, even in a small way, in work related
to such critically important intellectual property rights for society was an invaluable experience.
Although I will be stepping away from intellectual property work for now, I will strive to become
a person who can contribute to society, drawing on my experience at Towa. Furthermore, through
my part-time work experience, I truly realized that many intellectual properties are involved in
the products and services around us. I intend to continue learning with a broad perspective,
maintaining an interest in the various mechanisms of society.
